The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on January 6, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Lewis made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reported the Chamber of Commerce may start Blue Ridge Multisports races to draw people to downtown.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower reported they should know if they are approved for the Main Street Energy Grant by next week. Isenhower is still working with DSA on the Main Street Solutions Grant. She also attended a workshop for the Southwestern Commission Toolbox Implementation Fund through the Appalachian Regional Commission. The fund is awarding grants up to $10,000. Isenhower will also be working on Requests for Proposals for the audit and would like the Board to give her ideas of which firms they would like the RFP’s sent to. The Fire Department is ready to send bids for their new ladder truck. The bid opening will be in early February. Isenhower has been working with Emily Elders and Rueben Moore on a committee to handle sidewalk and pedestrian complaints and to get projects started that need little to no funding.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: Tabled until January 20th meeting.
ANNUAL CERTIFICATION OF FIREMEN: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the Annual Certification of Firemen. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CONCERTS ON THE CREEK: Mayor Moody stated the Board needs to start thinking about funding for Concerts on the Creek for next year’s budget. Moody would like to commit $800 for the cost of the pavilion and $4,000 for the cost of the bands. $2,500 was budgeted this year. Commissioner Hensley does not want to bless the funding for the concerts without knowing if there will be enough money in the budget for next year.
Commissioner Lewis would like for Isenhower to speak with DOT about doing a study or installing a sign about at the traffic light at Schulman and Mill Streets since traffic seems to back up if someone is trying to turn left at the light.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 5:50 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
