April 21, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on April 21, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reminded everyone that “Greening Up the Mountains” would be this Saturday and Senator Kay Hagan will be at Region A today.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower reported the Board has received donation requests from AWAKE and the Jackson County Rescue Squad. Isenhower distributed copies of the NC 107 Corridor Study from Southwestern Commission for the Board’s review. The Town and DSA have received the Main Street Solutions Grant in the amount of $47,382. Paving on Ridgeway Street will begin on Monday or Tuesday and the road should be re-opened by the end of the month.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer reported that Ridgeway Street should be open next week and the paving work is complete in Rhodes Cove. The crosswalk at Hooper’s Restaurant was removed and the other crosswalks have been repainted.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard reported that the Police Department conducted an “Underage Campaign” and fifteen businesses were randomly selected. Fourteen of the businesses were in compliance. The golf cart for the Police Department has been repainted. Andy Shaw donated the paint and labor and Sequoyah Towing donated the graphics. Woodard also reported on the statistics for the previous month.
DSA REPORT: Sylvester stated “Greening Up the Mountains” is this Saturday and Emily Elders has put together a great festival. “Sylva After Dark” starts on May 6th and is the first Friday of every month through December. “Concerts on the Creek” will start next month.
Robin Kevlin, Gerald Green and Mary Otto Selzer spoke to the Board regarding the benefits that the Downtown Sylva Association provides to the Town.

FY 2010-2011 AUDIT CONTRACT: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the audit contract with Burleson & Earley, PA. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
NOISE ORDINANCE DISCUSSION: Commissioner Hensley stated he has received several complaints of loud music at a business on NC 107. Hensley questioned whether the business should be allowed to disturb the whole neighborhood until 11:00 p.m. Attorney Ridenour stated the noise ordinance is very subjective and it is hard to tell what would be considered unreasonable. Moody questioned whether the ordinance could state a specific decibel at a specific distance. Commissioner Matheson stated if the public has complaints they should call the Police Department so the officers can determine if the noise is unreasonable.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into Closed Session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (3) to discuss the AutoZone Water Line with the Town Attorney and G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (5) to discuss possible acquisition of real property. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Closed Session at 9:50 a.m.
Commissioner Knotts made a motion to come out of Closed Session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Regular Session at 11:12 a.m.

Mayor Moody stated the Board will be seeking further details concerning the AutoZone water line.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries and the meeting was adjourned at 11:13 a.m.
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
