REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

December 2, 2010
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on December 2, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT:  Adrienne Isenhower (Town Manager), Brandi King (Town Clerk) and Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney)
VISITORS PRESENT: Mike Beck, Charles Moody, Maggie Tobias and John Gurtler
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody reported the Employee Christmas Luncheon will be held on December 6th at The Village at Sapphire Mountain Brewing Company. Moody also stated he attended the Bridge Dedication Ceremony for T. Walter Middleton today.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Knotts stated the website design is complete and should be live in three to four weeks.
Commissioner Matheson stated the Wayfinding Sign Committee met on December 1st and it was a very productive meeting with lots of suggestions.

MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower stated the Wayfinding Sign Committee will be meeting again in the next few weeks.
TWSA BOARD APPOINTMENT DISCUSSION: Commissioner Hensley stated he has contacted Jim Turpin, but is unsure if he is willing to serve. Commissioner Danny Allen stated Ben Clawson has shown interest in serving in the past. Allen also recommended re-appointing Bob Beck. Commissioner Knotts stated that he has already served the maximum of nine years on the Board and could not be re-appointed.
HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN DISCUSSION: Charles Moody of CEM Associates, Inc. reviewed the Town’s portion of the Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan that is required federally. Moody discussed the Town’s goals, objectives and strategies. The Board will need to approved the Town’s portion of the Plan at their next meeting.

NC107 PROPOSALS DISCUSSION: Mayor Moody stated that he, Town Manager Isenhower and Commissioner Hensley attended the NCDOT public meeting last month regarding the DOT’s proposals for NC107. Mayor Moody stated that he does not believe that NC107 should be treated as a thoroughfare, therefore the DOT should not eliminate 80 homes and businesses to widen the road. Moody would like to see the DOT carry out the Boulevard Concept. Commissioner Matheson stated she was unable to attend the public meeting held by NCDOT, but she was able to speak to DOT representatives about the proposals. Matheson stated that 80 homes and businesses would not be eliminated, they would just be affected in some way such as losing right-of-way. Commissioner Hensley agreed with Matheson. Commissioner Matheson also stated that whether the DOT does a connector determines which concept would work best for the Town.
Mayor Moody stated the Board should make a recommendation as to which concept they prefer.

ZONING ORDINANCE DISCUSSION – PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO LOT DIMENSIONS AND OTHER CONSIDERATIONS: Commissioner Hensley stated the Planning Board is definitely on the right track and have made good recommendations regarding lot dimensions. The Public Hearing is scheduled for the December 16th meeting.

ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENT DISCUSSION – SECTION 105: The item has been tabled until the December 16th meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:45 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
