REGULAR BOARD MEETING

June 16, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on June 16, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower reported that Rusty Ellis of the Jackson County Recreation Department will not be able to attend the meeting today because of all the storm damage in the County Parks. Public Works has gotten all the logs into Pinnacle Park that will be used for the bridges. The bid opening for the Main Street Energy Grant will be tomorrow and work should start in the next couple of weeks. A Special Meeting has been scheduled for Monday, June 27th at 2:00 p.m. in order to adopt the 2011-2012 Budget Ordinance.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer reported that the crews have been working on storm damage. Public Works has also been working with Jay Coward, Emily Elders and other volunteers on the bridges in Pinnacle Park. Schaeffer also stated that he needs the Board to move $500 from the Street Department Auto Budget to the Building Maintenance Budget to cover unexpected costs. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to move $500 from Street Department Auto Maintenance to Building Maintenance. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard reported that the 1st Annual Main Street Mile Race was held on June 3rd. Woodard and Hooper assisted with the Grand Opening of the new Library. Ashe and Watson attended a conference for the new database system for the MDT’s. The Police Department will be implementing a monthly Citizen Survey in July to help improve the communication between the Police Department and the public. Woodard also stated that due to last month’s events the overtime budget is overspent. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to move $2,000 from the Police Department Fuel line item to Police Department Overtime. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: The item was tabled until the next Board Meeting.
POOL REPORT – RUSTY ELLIS: Ellis was unable to attend the meeting due to the storm damage in the County parks.

SCC CONNECTOR – JACK DEBNAM: Debnam updated the Board on the history of NCDOT’s Project R5000. This project will be a connector of NC 116 and NC 107 and will serve as a second entrance for Southwestern Community College. Debnam questions the importance of this project and why funds have been allocated to this project before more important projects such as the bridge at Jackson Paper. The DOT will start buying right-of-way for the project in October and one lane of NC 107 will be blocked for over a year to build the bridge. Debnam has urged the Board Members to question the project because it is not too late to stop it.

FY 2011-2012 ABC BOARD BUDGET: The Board reviewed the ABC Board Budget. No action was taken.

ABC BOARD TRAVEL POLICY: The Board reviewed the policy. The item was tabled until the Special Meeting scheduled for June 27th at 2:00 p.m.
