REGULAR BOARD MEETING

July 7, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on July 7, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Lewiss made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower reminded the Board of the Joint Meeting with the County on July 18th at 4:30 p.m. at the Justice Center to discuss the old Library building. Isenhower and Schaeffer have been working on information about a bubble for the swimming pool and hope to have a report at the next meeting. Isenhower has also spoken with NCDOT about angling the spaces on Main Street to accommodate larger vehicles. We would lose 20-30% of the parking spaces if they are angled more. Another option that was offered was to paint an edge line to deter large trucks from parking in the spaces and the Police Department could issue citations for impeding traffic. The spaces in Franklin are similar to the ones discussed. Isenhower also reported that the Public Works crew has picked up an estimated 92 tons of brush in the three weeks following the major storms.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: None
PUBLIC HEARING – NOISE ORDINANCE: Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 5:35 p.m. Jeff Murphy discussed the proposed amendments to the ordinance. Tori Walters of Soul Infusion stated she does not have any problem with the proposed changes. Walters stated she tells the bands at her establishment to play at a reasonable level after 11:00 p.m. Alvin Kinkaid, property owner, stated he and Soul Infusion will do everything they can to comply. Amanda Deacon, a student at Western Carolina University, stated she enjoys going to restaurants in Sylva that have live music and does not want to have to go to Asheville. Kurt Collins does not want to see the Board clamp down on businesses that are trying to stimulate the economy. Commissioner Hensley stated he does not need to hear music from a business across the street in his living room. The Public Hearing was closed at 5:52 p.m.
PUBLIC HEARING – PARKING FINES: Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 5:53 p.m. Jeff Murphy discussed the proposed amendments to the ordinance. Jason Kimenker thanked the Board for funding a part-time officer in this years budget for parking enforcement on Main Street. John Bubasz requested that the part-time officer work the third shift as well to help reduce vandalism on Main Street. The Public Hearing was closed at 5:57 p.m.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: The item is tabled until the August 4th meeting.
BID APPROVAL FOR ENERGY GRANT: Isenhower stated the bids for the Energy Grant have been received and she recommends awarding the bid to Legacy Home Builders in the amount of $61,950. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to award the bid to Legacy Home Builders. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO CLOSE BRYSON STREET: The Board has received a request to close Bryson Street that connects to Cowan Street, which is strictly a paper street. The resolution will be advertised in The Sylva Herald for four consecutive weeks. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the Resolution of Intent to Close Bryson Street. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
NC107 CORRIDOR STUDY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS: Region A came to the Board in April about setting up a committee to work on improvements to NC107. The Board needs to appoint two Board members and at least two NC107 business or property owners. Commissioner Knotts recommended Commissioner Hensley since he lives on NC107. Commissioner Matheson also expressed interest in serving. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to appoint Commissioners Hensley and Matheson to the Committee. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. The Board will appoint the business or property owners at their next meeting.

WCU DAY OF SERVICE: Commissioner Hensley stated that WCU Students will be conducting a fundraiser at Wal-Mart on July 16th from 11:00 am until. The community service project is to help raise funds for REACH, Habitat for Humanity and other service organizations.

MAIN STREET PARKING DISCUSSION: Commissioner Lewis requested more information regarding the angling of spaces on Main Street. Isenhower stated Reuben Moore at NCDOT stated the Town would lose 20-30% of their parking spaces if the spaces were angled. Moore suggested painting edge lines on the spaces to deter large trucks from parking on Main Street. Commissioner Matheson and Knotts requested more information regarding size and posting requirements.
Fire Chief Mike Beck invited the Board to their Officers Installation Dinner on Monday night at 7:00 p.m.

CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (5) regarding the acquisition of real property. The motion carries and the Board entered into closed session at 6:17 p.m.
Commissioner Hensley made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries and the Board entered into regular session at 6:29 p.m.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
