September 12, 2011
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a special meeting on September 12, 2011 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Isenhower presented the Board with a copy of Odell Thompson’s proposal for the new police department for their review. Isenhower also presented the Board with copies of the Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan and Resolution that needs to be adopted at their next meeting. Commissioner Knotts questioned whether Isenhower or Schaeffer had any other updates regarding the enclosure for the pool. Schaeffer stated Murphy pays approximately $2,500 per month to heat their pool. Schaeffer also stated the pool house would need renovations in order to heat the building. Commissioner Lewis stated a merchant called him that applied for a grant and would like an update. Isenhower stated the Energy Office made their final approval on Friday, so she will contact the merchants and let them know.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer reported Jackson Paper supplied the Town with two loads of mulch for Poteet and Bryson Park. Schaeffer also thanked all the volunteers that helped pick up garbage along the creek banks and in the parks last week. Schaeffer also reported the Public Works crew cleaned up some of the debris and garbage that was an eyesore at Hall’s Tire Shop. The Public Works crew and the Jackson County Grounds crew planted 50 azaleas and other shrubs along Keener Street leading up to the new library.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
DSA REPORT: Paige Roberson, the new Downtown Economic Director, thanked everyone for welcoming her to the Town. Roberson stated she attended the NC Main Street Manager’s Conference in Concord. She attended “Façade Improvement” and “Utilizing Volunteers” workshops that she said would help her in her new role.

CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a) (6) regarding personnel. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Closed Session at 9:28 a.m.

Commissioner Hensley made a motion to come out of Closed Session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Regular Session at 10:50 a.m.
Mayor Moody stated that Town Manager Adrienne Isenhower submitted her resignation effective immediately. The Board will extend her salary 60 days from today. Commissioner Matheson made a motion to extend Isenhower’s salary 60 working days from today’s date. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
Dan Schaeffer will serve as Interim Manager until a replacement is found.
