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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

January 5, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on January 5, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Moody stated the Essentials of Municipal Government will be held in Asheville and if the Board plans to attend they should make reservations by next Tuesday.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Sossamon stated she is a member of the Steering Committee planning the installation festivities for Dr. David Belcher at WCU scheduled March 25th-30th. She will be asking for contributions from the Town in the future concerning their Paint the Town Purple Event.
Commissioner Hensley stated that Neighbors in Need has spent $5,000 through December 28th for heating assistance. He thanked the Town for their support in a very worthy cause.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Mike Morgan reported the Fire Department closed on the Ladder Truck Loan on Tuesday and the truck will be delivered tomorrow. The Town’s communication services have been switched to Frontier Communications. The Jackson County Little League sent the Board a Thank You letter for their support. Jackson Paper Manufacturing has requested a Revolving Loan.
ANNUAL CERTIFICATION OF FIREMEN: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the annual certification of firemen. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENTS: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to re-appoint Greg Bauguess to the Planning Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. The appointment to fill John Jeleniewski’s seat was tabled.
PROPOSED 2012-2013 BUDGET SCHEDULE: Mayor Moody stated the Board will table the item and discuss at their next meeting.

REVOLVING LOAN FUND COMMITTEE MEMBERS: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to add the Town Manager as a member of the Revolving Loan Committee. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
METROSTAT REPORT: Attorney Ridenour stated that Metrostat Communications fell victim to the economy and was unable to pay back their Revolving Loan and ceased operations on December 31st. The officers of the company signed personal guarantees to the Town and have been very cooperative. They have turned over the collateral, equipment and their three lots located in Cullowhee. Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign all the documents needed to resolve the issue. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
VOLUNTEER SERVICE AWARD: Mayor Moody presented Jay Coward with a proclamation and plaque for his volunteer service to the Town of Sylva, it’s citizens and Pinnacle Park.

SOLID WASTE BOARD: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appoint Dan Schaeffer to the Jackson County Solid Waste Board to serve in is position. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
