REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

February 2, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on February 2, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT:  Brandi King (Town Clerk), Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney), Paige Roberson (Downtown Economic Director) and George Lamphiear (Police Lietenant)
VISITORS PRESENT: Ben Steere, Amy Grimes and Maggie Tobias
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Matheson stated the reason for Commissioner Allen’s absence are his health issues and he may have to be re-admitted to the hospital. 
MANAGER’S REPORT: Mike Morgan was not present for the meeting. Paige Roberson stated the Budget Work Session is scheduled for February 9th at 9:30 am. Roberson also read a note from a citizen regarding Brandi King’s character in a tax matter.

PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: Interim Manager Mike Morgan recommends implementing an application process for appointments to Boards and Committees. The application will be available at Town Hall and on our website.
JASPER ALLEN MOUND SITE: Ben Steere of the University of Georgia informed the Board on work he is doing in the Scotts Creek area to recover prehistoric artifacts. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT AIR SAFE SYSTEM: The Fire Department will be purchasing an Air Safe System for their building. Fire Department Renovation Contingency funds of $34,807.04 will be used for this purchase. A balance of $51,562.47 still remains in contingency for this project. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to purchase the Safe Air System from the Fire Department Renovation Contingency funds. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
COMMUNITY TABLE DISCUSSION: Amy Grimes, Director, questioned whether the Town’s insurance policy would cover shoppers for the Winter Farmer’s Market if it is held inside the building. Ridenour and Morgan will discuss and make a recommendation to the Board at a later date.

Grimes also stated the heating and cooling system for the building will need to be replaced for $20,000 and insulation under the building cost $4,500. Grimes would like to know if the Town would help out with half the cost of the HVAC system.

RESOLUTION IN APPRECIATION OF JOHN JELENIEWSKI’S SERVICE: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to adopt the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
CONCERTS ON THE CREEK DISCUSSION: Mayor Moody stated that Concerts on the Creek usually runs Memorial Day to Labor Day. Moody said August 3rd and 31st are still open and the Town needs to commit to these dates for advertising purposes. It has also been discussed to end the Concerts in July so they are not competing with high school football. Commissioner Knotts and Matheson are concerned that attendance would be down if there was a gap in between concerts. The discussion is tabled until the February 9th Budget Work Session.
DOGS ALLOWED AT GREENING UP THE MOUNTAINS: Commissioner Hensley stated he is concerned about allowing dogs at the festival. Hensley said other cities are no longer allowing them. Commissioner Matheson stated there is potential liablilty if we continue to allow dogs. The item is tabled until the next meeting.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Knotts made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:06 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
