REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

June 7, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on June 7, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Moody stated he will be hosting a farewell dinner for Stacy and Gibbs Knotts on Monday night at his home.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Mike Morgan stated CVS Pharmacy sent in an official request to withdraw their voluntary annex petition. 
PUBLIC HEARING – FY 2012-2013 BUDGET: Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 5:35 pm. Mike Morgan reviewed the budget message, highlights, council focus areas and the fund balance reductions. There was no public input. The public hearing was closed at 5:40 pm.
JACKSON COUNTY POOL REPORT: Rusty Ellis of the Jackson County Recreation Department was not able to attend the meeting. Roberson stated the pool had a net profit for the 2011 season of $5,862. The recreation department would like to make several improvements to the pool such as the flow meter, pro deck for lobby, new umbrellas and vacuum system that would cost approximately $6,488. They are requesting that the Town allow them to roll over the profits to help cover some of the expenses for the 2012 season. Commissioner Knotts made a motion to use the surplus from last year to cover the expenses this year. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE JACKSON COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN THREE-YEAR UPDATE: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
POLICE DEPARTMENT RENOVATION PROJECT DISCUSSION: Morgan stated the bid opening for the project was held on May 11th. All of the bids were over the projected funds for the project. Morgan reviewed several value engineering options with the Board to show them how they could reduce the costs of the project and add additional funds to the project. Matheson questioned what could be removed from the project without detriment to the project or safety of the building as a whole. Matheson also stated she is not opposed to pulling additional funds from the Fisher Creek Funds. Sossamon questioned whether there were any requirements when using the UDAG Funds, Morgan stated there were none. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve option three with the contingency that funds leftover from the project be spent on cabinetry and the remaining funds go back to the Fisher Creek Funds. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
AMENDED CAPITAL PROJECT ORDINANCE FOR THE RENOVATION OF THE NEW TOWN OF SYLVA POLICE DEPARTMENT: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to adopt the ordinance. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SYLVA TOWN MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH JOHN BURGIN CONSTRUCTION – POLICE DEPARTMENT: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to adopt the resolution. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT WITH FRED LAMBERT HOOPER: The purpose of the lease agreement is to lease land on Kings Mountain where the tower for Metrostat Communications is located. The cost will be $500 per month until the Town and County decide what to do with the assets acquired since Metrostat’s closing. Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the lease agreement. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
1961 SYLVA SENIOR LEAGUE BASEBALL ALL-STARS SPONSORSHIP: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to contribute $100 for the Senior League Baseball Sponsorship. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC HEARING – (CONCEPT AUTOMOTIVE VARIANCE APPLICATION):
The Zoning Board of Adjustments held a public hearing regarding the Concept Automotive Variance Application. Moody called the hearing to order at 6:45 pm. The Zoning Board of Adjustments recessed the meeting until June 21st at 9:15 am.
