September 20, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on September 20, 2012 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Moody recognized Mr. Gary Carden for receiving the top NC Literary Award for his gifts and skills.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Allen commended all the employees of the Town.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson thanked the Board for the opportunity to attend the Municipal Management Training Course at the School of Government. The police department construction is continuing on track. Municode should be sending a copy of the Town’s ordinances for the Board’s review in October. Roberson also stated that Concept Automotive’s allotted time to install a sidewalk expired on September 18th. The Zoning administrator will be issuing a notice of violation.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer stated the asbestos inspection was completed at the Cabe property in Sunrise Park and it will cost $4,600 to remove. Terminix has also been contracted to take care of the rodent issues for $456. Schaeffer has estimated $3,000 for the final clean-up of the property. The Fire Department will be burning the structures and using them for training. Schaeffer also stated he has a quote from Parker Paving of $17,810 to pave from the gate on Fisher Creek to the Fire Department training grounds.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the new police cars are now in service. The police department construction is coming along. Detective Aimee Watson has received her Law Enforcement Advanced Certificate. The WCU Homecoming Parade will be on October 5th.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Mike Bryson stated one of their trucks is out of service because the pump needs to be replaced. Roberson stated the Fire Department would like to appropriate $12,000 from the FD Capital Reserve Fund into the FD Fisher Creek budget to help pave the road to the Fisher Creek training grounds.
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated officers for the Main Street Association are as follows: President, Bernadette Peters; Vice President, Lucy Wofford; and Secretary, Camae Pautz. The Chili Fest is scheduled for Saturday, November 3rd from 12-4 pm at Bridge Park. Treat Street will be Saturday October 27th from 3-5 pm. The Christmas Parade is set for Saturday December 1st at 2:00 pm.
PUBLIC HEARING (TAXI CAB APPLICATION – FREEDOM RIDES): Mayor Moody called the public hearing to order at 9:31 am. Brian Paquin of Freedom Rides is requesting the Board to approve his Taxi Cab Application. Assistant Chief Tammy Hooper has done all the necessary background checks and has issued a permit card. The public hearing was closed at 9:34 am.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENTS: The item was tabled.
TAXI CAB APPLICATION – FREEDOM RIDES: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to approve the Taxi Cab Application for Freedom Rides. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
ABC BOARD TRAVEL POLICY: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the ABC Board Travel Policy. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

FIRE DEPARTMENT PAVING REQUEST FOR FISHER CREEK TRAINING GROUNDS: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to appropriate $12,000 from FD Capital Reserve Fund into the FD Fisher Creek budget to help pave the road to the Fisher Creek training grounds. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
