REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

November 1, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on November 1, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Mayor Maurice Moody and Commissioners Danny Allen, Barbara Hamilton, Harold Hensley, Christina Matheson and Lynda Sossamon
MEMBERS ABSENT:  None
STAFF PRESENT:  Brandi King (Town Clerk), Paige Roberson (Town Manager), Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney) and Davis Woodard (Police Chief)
VISITORS PRESENT: Maggie Tobias, Andrew Kasper, Kim Lay, James Lupo and Linda Beck
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: James Lupo stated he lives beside No Name Pub on Skyland Drive and the noise is out of hand at times. Lupo stated he has lived in the community for 46 years. Lupo stated he has to wear earplugs in his living room when the Pub has bands playing outside. Lupo stated he would like something to be done about the nuisance. Linda Beck also commented concerning the noise levels at the business. Beck stated she does not want the business to be shut down, but would like the noise levels under control.
Chief Davis Woodard stated he spoke to the owner of No Name Pub about three weeks ago and told him that the Police Department will issue citations if they get any more complaints. Woodard also stated that Lupo and Beck need to call the police department when the noise is out of control so the officers can respond.
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson reported that the painting of Town Hall is complete. The police department renovations are still on track, they are installing new windows and painting the inside now. Roberson stated she attended the EDC Steering Committee meeting in place of Chris Matheson and a final report will be given at the next meeting. Burleson & Earley, PA have submitted the draft report for the 2011-2012 audit. Municode has submitted the draft of the ordinances and the Town has 45 days to review. The ChillyFest will be held on Saturday at 12:00 noon. Roberson also reported that Rachel Clegg, a landscape architect, has been working on the streetscape project.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson reported that the planning board will be attending a workshop in Asheville tomorrow hosted by the Division of Community Assistance. The planning board is still reviewing the sign ordinance.
CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11 (a)(3) to consult with Attorney Kim Lay regarding the Harold Hensley/Concept Automotive Sidewalk issues. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into closed session at 5:45 pm. (Note: Commissioner Harold Hensley was not present for the closed session due to his financial interests in the property.)
Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to come out of closed session. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into regular session at 7:12 pm.

HAROLD HENSLEY/CONCEPT AUTOMOTIVE SIDEWALK DISCUSSION: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion that civil penalties of the maximum amount of $500 that have been imposed be paid by Mr. Cagle pursuant to the October 31st letter sent to Mr. Cagle from Attorney Kim Lay. Mr. Cagle must make a concerted effort to come into compliance with the ordinance as soon as reasonably possible. Commissioner Matheson added to the motion stating that during the compliance process, if adequate proof is presented that the property is under contract to sell, and if the new owner certifies that the property would need to be excavated to such an extent that the sidewalk at issue would be removed, the Board will in its discretion, reconsider the matter. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. Commissioner Hensley abstained from voting because of his financial interests in the property.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Allen made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:15 p.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
