November 15, 2012
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on November 15, 2012 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

STAFF PRESENT:  Brandi King (Town Clerk), Paige Roberson (Town Manager), Eric Ridenour (Town Attorney) and Dan Schaeffer (Public Works Director)
VISITORS PRESENT: Heather Mason, Andy Bryan, Marion Jones, Bill Nicholson, Veronica Nicholas, Rebecca Duley and Maggie Tobias
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Moody stated that Phil Haire stated that 2014 will mark the 125th birthday of the Town of Sylva. Moody stated the Town needs to start thinking about a celebration.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated she has sent the ordinance revisions to the Board and they have one month to review. A public hearing will be set for December 13th at 5:00 pm to receive public input regarding the ordinances. The Christmas parade is set for Saturday, December 1st at 3:00 pm. Roberson also stated that surplus property and vehicles were recently sold on GovDeals and they were sold for $8,000 more than anticipated. Roberson reported that she has the furniture design board for the new police department if anyone is interested in viewing it. Roberson also reported that the auditors will be present at the December 5th meeting to present the FY 2011-2012 audit report.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer stated the renovations to the new police department are coming along and the new completion date should be in mid-January. Schaeffer reported the public works crews are putting up the Christmas decorations and are still picking up leaves.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Roberson stated that “Treat Street” was a success. Chief Woodard will be out six weeks for knee surgery and Sergeant Bryson lost his sister-in-law unexpectedly.

MAIN STREET REPORT: The Chilly Fest was a success. There were approximately 200 attendees and about $2000 was made from the event. Roberson also stated they will be accepting applications for the Christmas parade until Monday, November 26th.
ABC BOARD APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to reappoint Veronica Nicholas to the ABC Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
SWEARING IN OF ABC BOARD MEMBERS: Mayor Moody administered the oath of office to Veronica Nicholas, Bill Nicholson and Marion Jones.
SWEARING IN OF PLANNING BOARD MEMBER: Mayor Moody administered the oath of office to Rebecca Duley.

TWSA APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Matheson made a motion to reappoint Commissioner Hensley to the TWSA Board. The motion carries with a two to one vote. Commissioner Allen was opposed while Commissioners Hensley and Matheson were in favor.
Commissioner Allen stated he was opposed because he would like to table the appointment until Commissioners Sossamon and Hamilton would be present.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries and the meeting was adjourned at 9:34 a.m.
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
