APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody stated the Christmas Parade went very well.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Hamilton also stated she has gotten positive feedback regarding the parade.

PLANNING BOARD REPORT: None
PRESENTATION OF FY 2011-2012 AUDIT REPORT BY BURLESON & EARLEY, PA: Bronwyn Burleson of Burleson & Earley, PA presented the findings of the FY 2011-2012 audit to the Board. Burleson stated the Local Government Commission has approved all of the Town’s financial statements. Burleson stated it is the auditors opinion that there were no significant issues with the audit. The 96.1% tax collection rate was in line with the rates for the rest of the state. Burleson stated they conducted a test of expenditures regarding the purchase orders. Burleson recommended the Board increase the threshold for the purchase orders from $300 to $500 and they should be approved prior to purchase. Burleson also stated the threshold could even be higher than $500. Bryant stated that she and Roberson had discussed increasing the threshold to $2,000 since that is the amount the Manager can move without Board approval. Burleson also stated they tested the payroll and timecard authorizations and found exceptions regarding the police department timecards. Burleson expressed the importance of getting the correct signatures on timecards.
