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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

April 18, 2013
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on April 18, 2013 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: None
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the Greening Up the Mountains Festival is on April 27th. Woodard also reported that the Little League Parade on Main Street went well.
PUBLIC HEARING (CUP APPLICATION FROM GARY CONNOR – COMPREHENSIVE AUTOMOTIVE SERVICES): Mayor Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 9:17 am. John Jeleniewski stated Gary Connor has applied for a conditional use permit to locate his automotive repair business at 234 Asheville Highway. Jeleniewski stated the Planning Board has recommended the approval of the application with the condition that the overnight storage of vehicles be screened from public view behind the building. Jeleniewski stated there are other similar businesses along Business 23 and the business will not be a detriment to the surrounding area. Commissioner Matheson questioned what kind of screening should be used and Jeleniewski stated it should be chain link fence with a fabric screening. 

Gary Connor stated he has been operating his business outside the city limits for two and half years, and would like to move in order to expand his business. Connor stated that all automotive work would be done inside the maintenance bay and he will store vehicles in the bay overnight for security reasons. Connor will operate his business on Monday through Friday from 9am to 7pm and on Saturday from 10am to 5pm. 
Chief Woodard suggested Connor leave the alley way behind the building open for ingress and egress for the other businesses located there.

The public hearing was closed at 9:29 am.
SWEAR IN PLANNING BOARD MEMBERS: Mayor Moody administered the Planning Board Oath of Office to Lisa Lovedahl.

CUP APPLICATION FROM GARY CONNOR – COMPREHENSIVE AUTOMOTIVE SERVICES: Mayor Moody reviewed the Findings of Fact for the Certificate of Conditional Use Permit. The Board found that all findings were true. Commissioner Matheson made a motion to grant the Conditional Use Permit with the condition that the overnight storage of vehicles be fenced from public view with a chain link fence and an opaque screen mesh. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
MAIN STREET SOLUTIONS GRANT DISCUSSION – JEAN ENSLEY: Howard Allman read another letter from Jean Ensley regarding the re-instatement of her portion of the grant. Ensley also provided letters from Greg Johnson, Carol Purnell and Dr. Faull in support of her re-instatement. Ensley’s letter also stated that the Department of Commerce’s stance is that it is in the Town of Sylva’s sole discretion whether or not to reinstate Ms. Ensley as a proposed recipient of the Main Street Solutions Funds.

Mayor Moody stated the Board will address Ms. Ensley at their May 2nd meeting.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:41 a.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
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
