The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on June 20, 2013 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Hamilton encouraged everyone to attend the “Concerts on the Creek”. Commissioner Hensley thanked Dan Schaeffer and Paige Roberson for all their work with “Day of Service”.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated she and Lynn Bryant met with Scott Stanberry of Stanberry Insurance regarding the Town’s blanket policy for all Town owned property. Roberson has submitted the final report for the Streetscape  Improvement Grant. The plans will be submitted to the Board for their approval soon. The Police Department hired a new officer, Daniel Reid. The Western Carolina University “Day of Service” will be July 20th at Bridge Park.
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: Schaeffer reported that he received a $10,000 grant for recycling containers on Main Street. Schaeffer is also working on humidity issues at the new Police Department.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated the Main Street Association has now instituted four committees to help them over the course of the year.
FY 2013-2014 BUDGET ORDINANCE: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to adopt the FY 2013-2014 Budget Ordinance. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

MAIN STREET PARKING DISCUSSION: Commissioner Hensley stated he has been approached by merchants since the Town is not going to lease the Cogdill Lot this year. It has been discussed that the Ritz Parking Lot should be turned into merchant parking. Commissioner Matheson stated she hates the Board was unable to fund the parking lot, but the Ritz Parking Lot would become a prime location for merchant parking and the Town could rent out the spaces. Dan Schaeffer stated the Town does not have a parking problem, we have a walking problem. The Bridge Park Lot stays empty most of the time.

Attorney Ridenour stated the current parking ordinance would need a text amendment to allow merchant parking in the Ritz Parking Lot and the Board would need to hold a Public Hearing. This will be added to the July 18th agenda.

Commissioner Matheson also stated that oversized vehicles parking on Main Street is still a safety concern. Matheson suggested marking all the spaces at the end of the spot and if the vehicle is too large for the space then it should be ticketed. Dan Schaeffer stated that every space on Main Street would have to be signed and because of DOT regulations the signs would have to be seven feet in the air and would not be seen by those parking in the spaces. Commissioner Matheson would like to enact an ordinance that speaks to this issue. The item will be added to the July 18th agenda.

ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:42 a.m. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
