The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on December 19, 2013 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody thanked the Board for his re-appointment as Mayor.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Hamilton thanked the Town and County crews for their hard work decorating the Town for the holidays.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated since the Christmas Parade was cancelled due to the weather, they will look at other dates next year in case of rain. 
Roberson also stated that the 125th Celebration Committee has scheduled the celebration dates for October 11th and 12th. Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve those dates. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT: Schaeffer stated the Board needs to continue to look for funding sources for the Finch Street Project that will cost approximately $250,000.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the Police Department participated in “Shop with a Cop” yesterday at Wal-Mart. The Police Department’s Christmas Dinner will be tonight at the new Police Station.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Roberson stated the Fire Department will start the bidding process for the new mini pumper at the first of the year to secure financing for the truck.
MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated that Katy Elders will be the Coordinator for “Greening Up the Mountains” again next year. The event will be held on the fourth Saturday in April.
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson stated the Planning Board is working on the manufactured home parks ordinance. They are lowering the density and changing the definition of the park to give more control to the Board. Commissioner Hensley stated that some districts should allow singlewide mobile homes without it being in a park.
PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to appoint Emily Wilson to the Planning Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPOINTMENT OF VICE MAYOR: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to appoint Lynda Sossamon as Vice Mayor. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
TWSA APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appoint Brenda Oliver to the TWSA Board. The motion carries with a four to one vote. Commissioner Gelbaugh was opposed.

TOWN ATTORNEY APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to appoint Eric Ridenour as Town Attorney. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
