The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on March 20, 2014 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: None
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Gelbaugh reminded staff on Main Street to park in Bridge Park or Cogdill Parking Lots. Commissioner Sossamon acknowledged the loss of Jimmy Childers. Commissioner Allen stated he attended the Fire Department’s Fire Drill and stated it showed the unity of all the departments involved. Commissioner Hamilton stated a REACH Re-Store will be opening in the East Sylva Shopping Center in the old Gibson Furniture Store.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson thanked the Fire Department for their successful Fire Drill on Sunday. The benches on Main Street have been repaired and repainted. The Sylva Business Expo will be held on April 25th. 
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer reported he is moving forward with Finch Street repairs with Victor Lofquist.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated the “Assault on Black Rock” race is this weekend.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Chief Beck stated the Fire Drill on Main Street was successful. 

MAIN STREET REPORT: Planning for “Greening Up the Mountains” is still underway. It will be held on April 26th from 10 am to 5 pm. Roberson also stated that Russ Harris is the newest member of the Main Street Committee.

PLANNING BOARD REPORT: Roberson stated the Planning Board is working on rezoning of the Main Street and Mill Street areas and also on ETJ areas.
TWSA REPORT: Commissioner Hensley stated TWSA is working on long range planning in the Cashiers area.
TREE REPLACEMENT ON MAIN STREET: Schaeffer recommends replacing the Maple trees on Main Street with English Dogwoods. Commissioner Hensley made a motion to allow Schaeffer to remove the trees from Main Street and replace with English Dogwoods. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT CUSTOM PUMPER TRUCK BID RESULTS DISCUSSION: Roberson stated that four agencies put in bids for the new fire truck. Stevens Fire Equipment had the lowest bid at $367,440. Roberson and Bryant have contacted local banks for rates and have submitted RFP’s for financing. The Board will need to approve the financing contract at their next meeting. 

CLOSED SESSION: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to go into Closed Session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(6) regarding the Town Manager’s Annual Evaluation. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the Board entered into Closed Session at 9:32 am.
