The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on April 17, 2014 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: None
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody stated the ABC Commission has approved the Joint ABC Board between the Town of Sylva and Jackson County.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Gelbaugh stated Perk & Pastry will be opening on Main Street tomorrow, Southern Signs has opened on Mill Street and the Mad Batter on Main Street is now open as well.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson reminded the Board to vote for the Bridge Park as NC Great Public Space. Roberson stated she will have a balanced draft budget to the Board on Monday. May 1st is the next budget worksession at 2:00 pm.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated they have been conducting interviews for a vacant officer’s position.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
MAIN STREET REPORT: Planning for “Greening Up the Mountains” is still underway. It will be held on April 26th from 10 am to 5 pm. 

RETIRED FIRE DEPARTMENT MEMBERS WATER AND SEWER PAYMENTS: Mike Beck has served the Fire Department for 20 years and is now eligible to draw his state retirement. He will still be serving on the Fire Department. Beck is requesting the Board to set a policy or precedent regarding TWSA water and sewer payments for members that are able to draw their retirement, but wish to stay on the department. Commissioner Hamilton made a motion stating that members who have been on the Sylva Fire Department since 2001 who have served for 20 years may receive one-half of their water and sewer payments provided they are on TWSA’s public system; and this benefit shall be extended to the members spouse after their death for no more than 20 years. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
APPOINT MEMBERS TO THE JACKSON COUNTY ABC BOARD: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to appoint Marion Jones for a two-year term and Maurice Moody for a one-year term to the Jackson County ABC Board. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
