The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting on May 15, 2014 at 9:15 a.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Ron Robinson expressed his interest in getting a laser show scheduled for July 4th in downtown. The consensus of the Board was there were not any funds available in the budget for a laser show and not enough time to get the event planned.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody congratulated Susan Leveille on receiving the NC Heritage Award.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: None
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson stated the Historic Designation Public Hearing is scheduled for June 3rd at 5:00 pm at the Jackson County Courthouse. The water fountain downtown has been replumbed. The pool will open May 30th. 
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT: Schaeffer stated there continues to be vandalism in the parks and he would like to ban 13-17 year olds unless accompanied by an adult. Commissioner Sossamon questioned whether more security cameras would help. Commissioner Gelbaugh stated she will contact YoungLife, an outreach program for teens, to see if they would send volunteers to supervise teens at the parks.

Schaeffer would also like to ban tractor trailers on Municipal Drive since there is not much room for them to navigate the large trucks.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Woodard stated they are addressing the vandalism reports at the parks the best they can and stated more security cameras would help tremendously.

MAIN STREET REPORT: Roberson stated she should have the final report for “Greening Up the Mountains” next month. The Main Street Committee has a new board member, Pam Mallard.
