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REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners

June 5, 2014
The Town of Sylva Board of Commissioners held a regularly scheduled meeting on June 5, 2014 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room of Municipal Hall, 83 Allen Street, Sylva, N.C.

VISITORS PRESENT: Quintin Ellison, John Jeleniewski, Jeremy Morrison, Mary Sue Casey, Henry Colindres, Aleesha Woolverton and Deborah Woolverton
CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Moody called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Commissioner Gelbaugh made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote. 
APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Deborah Woolverton appealed to the Board regarding her daughter’s, Aleesha Woolverton, ban from Poteet Park for one year for littering and her behavoir. Roberson stated Chief Woodard, Sergeant Farmer and Dan Schaeffer will investigate the ban further and retract the ban if they need to.
Mary Sue Casey invited the Board to the Jackson County African American Reunion Dedication of the Board of Education Building on Friday, June 20th at 10:00 am.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Moody stated he, Paige Roberson and Barbara Hamilton attended a Rural Center Meeting at WCU.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: Commissioner Hamilton encouraged everyone to come to “Concerts on the Creek” and also stated the Town needs to publicize Memorial Day better next year. Commissioner Allen reiterated Mary Sue Casey’s invitation to the building dedication on June 20th. Allen would also like to put out boxes to start collecting canned foods at the “Concerts on the Creek”. Commissioner Hensley stated there will be a military funeral at Bridge Park on Saturday. Commissioner Gelbaugh stated she is still working with groups that would be a positive influence in the parks such as Campus Ministries, Band of Brothers, and the Greeks at WCU.
MANAGER’S REPORT: Roberson reported that the Town received the ABC Board closeout check. The Historic Registry Public Hearing was held on June 3rd. WCU’s Day of Service will be held July 19th at Bridge Park from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. The planning for the 125th Anniversary Event is going well. 
PLANNING BOARD REPORT: The Planning Board has recommended the Board adopt the Landscape Ordinance they have been working on. The Planning Board also completed their review of areas for ETJ.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: None
TWSA REPORT: Commissioner Hensley stated Paige has a copy of the monthly report from TWSA if anyone would like to see it. TWSA has also applied for a grant for a water system in Cullowhee.
PUBLIC HEARING (FY 2014-2015 BUDGET ORDINANCE): Mayor Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 6:08 pm. There was no public input. The Public Hearing was closed at 6:10 pm.

PUBLIC HEARING (CUP APPLICATION – TROPICAL CLUB (HENRY COLINDRES)): Mayor Moody called the Public Hearing to order at 6:10 pm. Henry Colindres of Tropical Club has submitted a Conditional Use Permit Application to open a Banquet Hall/Nightclub at 86 West Main Street. Henry Colindres stated they will put up signage to clarify where his patrons may park. Colindres stated they will do catering for weddings, birthdays and other events. Tropical Club will be a Disco Tech when there are no scheduled events for the weekend. They plan to open the restaurant at a later date. Commissioner Gelbaugh expressed concerns regarding the littering in neighboring businesses parking lots. The public hearing was closed at 6:31 pm.
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION (TROPICAL CLUB – HENRY COLINDRES): Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to approve the CUP Application with the following conditions: Tropical Club must have an agreement with neighboring businesses to use their parking lots, Tropical Club must keep all parking lots they utilize cleaned, Tropical Club must add lighting to their parking lot, and the Nightclub will not be approved until the proper ABC Permits are obtained. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
FY 2013-2014 AUDIT CONTRACT: Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to approve the FY 2013-2014 Audit Contract from Burleson & Earley, PA. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
MAIN STREET RECYCLING AND WASTE PROGRAM GRANT ORDINANCE: Commissioner Hensley made a motion to adopt the ordinance. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
TRAFFIC CONTROL BUMP-OUTS ON MAIN STREET: Roberson questioned the Board whether they would like to proceed with the bump-outs or wait for the completion of the traffic study. Commissioner Hamilton stated they need to go ahead and do the temporary bump-outs now since the traffic study will not be complete for another eight months. Schaeffer stated they will need three bump-outs totaling a cost of $4,500. Commissioner Sossamon stated they need to put money in the budget even if it is temporary to see if they will work. Commissioner Hamilton made a motion to install the temporary bump-outs and appropriate $5,000 from the Revolving Loan Fund. The motion carries with a unanimous vote.
ADJOURNMENT: Commissioner Sossamon made a motion to adjourn the meeting. The motion carries with a unanimous vote and the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 pm.
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
